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Guidelines and highlights for presents at the water research conference

In the conference we’ll have several rounds of lectures, each with two or three parallel sessions. There will
also be a dedicated poster session.

The conference audience is expected to be diverse and include young and experienced researchers as well
as industrialists and public entities. Therefore, your audience has a diverse background and is not necessarily
an expert in your specific field. Accordingly, the presentations and posters should include a sufficient and
broad background.

Lectures

The lectures will be 15 minutes long, followed by 2-3 minutes for questions. We will not be able to
allow deviations from the stated times.

Preferably, your talk will be accompanied by a presentation.

In your talk- you should include the background and motivation for the research, explain the
methodology and present the main results.

A successful presentation depends on your ability to clearly convey your massage to the audience
and on the quality of the presentation itself.

The lecture halls are equipped with a computer and a projector. Please bring the presentation with
you as a ppt or pdf file on a USB key.

posters

Print your poster in advance and bring it with you on the conference day. Preferably, use 100x70
dimensions (100cm length and 70cm width).

Hang your poster upon your arrival in the morning on the designated board and remove it at after
the last lecture. We will provide designated spots to place the poster as well as tape/clips.

There will be a dedicated poster session in which you are expected to present your research. Who
knows, you might win first place in the poster competition.

In the poster- it is advisable to include the background and motivation for the research, explain the
method (briefly) and present some interesting results.
