Abstracts should not exceed one page (600 words or 4100 characters) including a short
bibliography and should contain a concise and clear summary of your work. Please include in
the abstract the scientific or practical contribution of your work.

You may include one figure to illustrate your results (at the expense of 200 words).

Abstract evaluation criteria:

Relevance to the conference-listed topics
Scientific quality of the work

Clarity of the abstract

Originality and innovation

The organizing committee will evaluate the submitted abstract and decide on acceptance
for either poster or oral presentation while considering the preference of the presenter.
Oral presentations will be 15 minutes long followed by 2-3 minutes for audience questions.
Posters will be presented in a dedicated session. Poster presenters should bring their
posters with them.
